A copy of your entry form and payment must be included with your 

scholarship application. 

3) Applicant must have a grade point average of 2.0 or better.  A copy of your official transcripts must be 

included (cumulative and most recent). 

4) Final applicants will be required to participate in a formal interview with a selection committee. 

5) Applicant must be between the ages of 16 through 19 as of October 1, 2011 

6) Applicants must reside in Riverside County, California. 

7) Persons who have previously been awarded an Ethel M. Silver Scholarship are NOT eligible. 

8) Scholarships awarded must be redeemed within 3 years after graduating High School.
