Ultrasound technology uses high frequency sound waves
directed straight down from a probe to penetrate through
tissues in the body. Because muscle tissue, fat, and bone
have different densities, the ultrasound waves pass through
the respective tissue at different speeds, and are completely
blocked by some high density tissue (i.e. bone). Real-time
ultrasound 1is a non-invasive method of estimating
economically important carcass traits of the live animal.
This technology is being utilized to make seed stock
selection and mating decisions. All major livestock breed
associations are developing carcass EPD’s with this valuable
data. In addition, the feed lot industry is using ultrasound
to group animals into uniform lots to enhance value-based
marketing at harvest time. This contest will be used to
provide carcass data to both the exhibitor and the original
breeder. This contest will also award exhibitors who have
animals that excel in producing a carcass that is the goal of
the industry.
