Jar
labels must list type of product and process used
(i.e. apricot jam, pectin method; frozen green
beans, blanched one minute, and to be used
within three months.)

NOTE: Entry form must list type of product (fruit,
vegetable, etc.) and the method or process used
(canning or drying). Low acid foods must be
canned under pressure. No paraffin seals.
Canning exhibits must be in sealed jars. Dried
products must be wrapped in clear plastic or in
sealed jars.
